Hello UPC Family,  

The warm weather is upon us. I have waited so long for winter to finally come to an end. Sometimes  
it feels eternal. With spring taking full force, I am often reminded of the resurrection story and the 
 promise of new life. In the book of Revelation, the writer records these words: "Behold, I am making 
 all things new." The writer of Revelation had just seen some pretty wild things. Demons and  
Dragons  and chaos and violence and angels and multi headed figures. Revelation is an intense and  
confusing ride. The great theologian, John Calvin, wrote commentaries on every book of the Bible  
except Revelation. When asked why he ignored Revelation, he responded, "because who could 
understand that..." LOL.  
 
But Revelation is a very relatable book. Because our lives often feel chaotic and uncertain and  
weird and unexplainable. It is hard to make sense of all the tragedy in our world. But maybe we  
aren't meant to make sense of it. I've personally never heard a good explanation for why there is  
suffering, and if there was a good answer, would it actually satisfy my soul? Maybe, somehow,  
we are simply meant to trust in the promise at the end of the book: that God is making all things  
new. Despite all the hardships, disappointments, frustrations, longings, God is going to make  
something new. Because God makes beauty come from ashes.  
 
Spring is a reminder that winter isn't forever. The deadness of winter is always met with the   
Newness  of spring. Life is springing up. Resurrection is here. If you're struggling to be hopeful  
right now, know  that God makes everything new. And as the writer of Ecclesiastes once wrote:  
God has made  everything beautiful for its time. The promise of Revelation is that every end is met  
with a new beginning. I pray you find comfort in the promise of spring and the hope of resurrection. 
ay you know that there is always something good ahead and that God will take our brokenness  
and restore it into something beautiful.
